Dr. G. Viswanathan, 

Chancellor, VIT University and other office bearers of Vandarnthangal 

panchayant, inaugurated  the camp on 25th March 2016 near the panchayat office. 

Three hundred and Eighty seven (387) Students both boys and girls participated 

in the special camp. Students involved in medical camp, veterinary camp, various 



awareness campaign like anti-alcohol, anti – Smoking, train travel safety, voter 

awareness, data collection from the individual houses, tree plantations, Clean 

India etc.
